WELCOME TO IMMANUEL!
Welcome to worship, friends! As Jesus met Saul (later called Paul) in a powerful light and
voice on the road to Damascus, so he meets us here.
It might be less dramatic, but it’s no less real.

WORDS OF PREPARATION
“Weeping may stay for the night, but rejoicing comes in the morning” (Psalm 30:5, NIV).
Whatever emotion each of us is feeling right now,
may this time of worship grant nourishment. Amen.

HOLY COMMUNION AT IMMANUEL

Holy Scripture, according to St. Paul, clearly teaches that in Holy Communion we are receiving the
true body and blood of our Lord Jesus, together with the bread and wine, for the forgiveness of sins
and to strengthen our Christian faith and life. Furthermore, Holy Scripture clearly teaches that those
who do not share this belief about the Sacrament would be sinning against Jesus if they were to
receive the Sacrament (1 Corinthians 11:27, 29).

For this reason, if you desire to receive Holy Communion today, you are, in obedience to God’s
Word (1 Corinthians 11:28), to examine yourself before receiving the Sacrament. To do so, ask
yourself the following questions:

Have | been baptized in the name of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit?

Do | believe that I am a sinner in need of God’s forgiveness?

Do | believe that Jesus Christ, the Son of God, paid for my sins by His death on the cross?
Do | believe that in Holy Communion Jesus gives me His true body and true blood, with the
bread and wine, to forgive my sins and to strengthen my Christian faith and life?

Do I intend, with God’s help, to turn away from my sin and try to live as God wants me to
live?

If you answer, “Yes,” to all five of these questions and you have been instructed in the Christian faith
of the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod (LCMS), then you are well prepared to receive the
Sacrament here at Immanuel. If you are not in agreement and have not received instruction, we ask
that you, out of great Christian love and concern for your spiritual welfare, to refrain from the
Sacrament. If you are a visitor who has not communed with us before, we ask that you meet with our
pastor as soon as possible to let him know your intention to commune prior to the service.

Those receiving the Sacrament should wait for the usher’s invitation to approach the altar. The pastor
will offer the bread. The assistant will offer the individual cup of wine to those who desire to receive
in that manner, after which the pastor will offer the chalice to those who desire to receive the wine in
that manner. A few cups of white grape juice are available for those who are not able to drink wine.
